	100% attendence in obligatory courses 
According to the Dean's Directive LF-B3-1 / 2016-PN to the Study and Examination Regulations of the Faculty of Education in Olomouc, the student can substitute a maximum of one third of compulsory education in the semester, provided he / she is properly apologized for missed lessons.
